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B.Vocational programmes were started at Kanya Mahavidyalaya Kharkhoda, Sonipat from the
session 2016-2017 after taking NOC from DHE (Directorate of Higher Education) Haryana,
Panchkula and approval from Maharshi Dayanand University Rohtak. Syllabus of these courses was
approved by M.D.University Rohtak. An inspection committee, constituted by the university visited
college campus on 25.04.2016 and gave approval for initiating these courses. Advisory committee was
formed by the Principal. We have taken approval for 2" year for the both the courses after inspection
by the university on 10.08.2018.

Our industrial partners visited our college and they were satisfied with the
infrastructure i.e Food Production Lab, Serving Area, Reception, Physiotherapy Lab, Nutrition
lab, Seminar Hall, Ground, Equipments, and Library etc. available in the campus for these



courses. They also interacted with students and showed their commitment for the placement of
the students after completion of their degree.

Staff for the B.Voc programmers was recruited on 14.05.2016 for session 2016-2017. For this
purpose advertisement was given in newspapers and an interview panel was constituted and
eligible candidates were selected by conducting interview.

Awareness about the courses: - To create awareness among the public masses pamphlets
were distributed and seminars were conducting in the schools of Sonipat and Rohtak District.
Prospectus was issued by the college for these courses.

Practical and theory exams of 1% to 6™ semester have been conducted as per rules of M.D.U.,
Rohtak.

Results of university examination of 1% semester to 6™ semester of B.voc (SNPT) and B.voc
(CTHM) have been declared and all students of physiotherapy have passed their exam in First
division. Some of the students passed their exam with distinction.
