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On 15-03-2024, in the College, on the occasion of ‘World Consumer Rights Day’ an educative lecture 

was organized by the Commerce Department and Legal Literacy Cell under the chairmanship of Principal 

Dr. Virendra Dahiya. This program was conducted by Dr. Parmila, Dr. Namita and Dr. Sarika.  In which 

the main speaker was Dr. Ashok Kumar, Department of Law, Bhagat Phool Singh Mahila Vishvidyalaya, 

Khanpur Kala. He apprised in his lecture that World Consumer Rights Day is celebrated every year on March 

15. The celebration of this day was started in America by the then President John Kennedy on March 15, 

1962. He was the first leader in the world to talk about consumer rights. Since 1983, this day has been 

continuously celebrated as World Consumer Day. He further said that celebrating this day is to make the 

consumers aware of their rights. In this era of capitalism, a consumer should be alert on every front. The 

consumer has been given many rights to be aware with. Today black marketing, fraudulent practices and 

hoarding are increasing day by day, it is necessary for people to be fully aware of their consumer rights. The 

government also tries to spread public awareness with slogans like 'Jaago Grahak Jaago'. 

Dr Parmila, Associate Professor of Commerce informed students that The Consumer Protection Act, 1986 

(COPRA) was an Act by the Parliament of India enacted to protect the interests of consumers in India. It was 

made for the establishment of consumer councils and other authorities for the settlement of consumer 

grievances and matters connected with it. The act was passed in Assembly in October 1986 and came into 

force on December 24, 1986. The statute on the right was made before this COPRA act 1986. It was replaced 

by the Consumer Protection Act, 2019. 

Dr Namita, Associate Professor of Commerce elaborated that in this digitalized era companies are making 

use of Artificial intelligence for marketing of their products. But the privacy of Customers’ needs to be 

protected in this context. Government should take strict measures to tackle this. 

Dr Sarika Gupta (incharge of Legal Literacy Cell) deliberated upon the process of working of the 

consumer court. She told one need not pay any fees for claims up to ₹ 5 lakh. There is a fee of ₹ 200 for 

claims between ₹ 5 to ₹ 10 lakhs and so on.  

Another activity naming on a slogan writing competition was organized on this topic by the Commerce 

Department under the guidance of Dr. Pramila and Dr. Namita. In which 30 students of the department 

wrote slogans to make other students aware about consumer rights. In this, students Swati and Anshi stood 

first, Nirmala and Chanchal stood second and Raveena and Nikita stood third. The Principal appreciated 

the efforts of the students. Winner students were given appreciation certificates and prizes. Dr. Anita, 

Poonam and Savita were in the role of jury. On this occasion, Dr. Seemant, Dr. Pramila and Dr. Shalini 

etc. staff were present.
