Feedback Analysis (Session 2019-2020)

Feedback plays a crucial role in the process of assessment. An effectively implemented feedback
system in an organization will serve as a guide to assist people to know how they and other
perceive their performance. Feedback is collected from relevant parties to get their views on
various aspects related to college, teachers, infrastructure, etc.

Students Feedback

Feedback from students provides a guidance on how to improve teaching-learning process as
well as communicate their views and suggestions regarding various parameters related to
college, teachers, such as, regularity of teachers, coverage of syllabus, use of teaching aids, co-
curricular activities, problem solving mechanism, financial incentives, etc. The feedback
obtained from 392 students in the year 2019-10 is analyzed with the help of various tools and
techniques and arranged in the form of table 1. The responses of the students were taken on a
four-point scale i.e. 1 to 5. The rating provided to various parameters is based on their mean
scores and categorizes as follows: Always (4<M.S.>5), Often (3<M.S.>4), Sometimes (2<M.S.
>3), Rarely (1.5<M.S.>2) and Never (M.S. <1.5).

Table 1 given below shows that all the parameters i.e. 12 upon which the students’ feedback is
obtained are rated as ‘Very Good’ which clearly signifies that students are satisfied with all
aspects related to college and teachers. The highest mean score i.e. 4.94 is obtained by parameter
“Teacher completed the syllabus” with which 97.2 per cent students were satisfied, followed by
parameters “Teacher resolve the problems” with the satisfaction of 94.4 per cent students and
“Motivation and guidance” with the satisfaction of 92.1 per cent students with same mean score
i.e. 4.86.

“Teacher was audible, polite and sympathetic in class?” with mean score of 4.76, “Teacher

provide additional study material, notes and reference books” with mean score of 4.68, “Teacher
was well-versed in delivering online lectures” with mean score of 4.64, “Teacher made available
to you E-contents related to syllabus” with mean score of 4.54, “Teacher take extra class” with
mean score of 4.38, and “Use of Audio-Visual Aids ” with mean score of 4.12.

The feedback so obtained is analyzed with the help of various tools and techniques and arranged
in the form of table 2. The responses of the students were taken on a four-point scale i.e. 1 to 4.
The rating provided to various parameters is based on their mean scores and categorizes as
follows: Excellent (3<M.S.>4), Very Good (2<M.S. >3), Good (1.5<M.S.>2) and Average (M.S.
<1.5).

It can be examined through the table 2 that students were satisfied with all the parameters i.e. 16
included in the Students satisfaction survey form as their mean score is greater than 3. The
highest mean score was obtained by parameter ‘Quality of Teaching-Learning Process i.e. 3.66
which indicates that most of the students were satisfied with the quality of the teaching- learning
process and the efforts put in by teachers of college during the year 2019-20 and whereas the
lowest score was obtained by the parameter ‘Amenities provided at Cafeteria/Tuck-shop and
others i.e. 3.11 which will further motivate us to enhance the services and amenities in the
interest of the students.

The feedback of 121 Parents/Guardians were obtained for the year 2019-20 and analyzed with
the help of various statistical tools which is presented in a tabulated form i.e. Table 5 The
responses of Parents/Guardians were taken on a five-point Likert scale i.e. 1 to 5 where, 1
represents poor, 2 represents fair, 3 represents good, 4 represents Very good and 5 represents
excellent. The parameters were rated on the basis of their mean scores so calculated and the
criteria is as follows: excellent (4<M.S. >5), Very good (3<M.S. >4), good (2<M.S. >3), fair
(1.5=M.S. >2) and poor (M.S.<1.5).

It is evident from the table below that Parents/Guardians were extremely satisfied with all the
parameters i.e. 12included in Parents/Guardians Feedback form and rated all the parameters
excellent as the mean score of all these parameters are above 4.
